The Department of Political Science will select the DC Fellowship award recipients
Students will work with a political science faculty member to design a creative internship
capstone project to be completed by December 2025.

o Informational presentation on career readiness (i.e, how to get an internship in D.C., policy
research on Capitol Hill, writing for thinktanks etc.) — can be in written, video or podcast format

o Research project on a political science topic or theory as it applied to the internship or existing
faculty guided research

o Reflection of the internship experience, the skills acquired, challenges, personal growth,
professional development, lessons learned, etc. — can be in written, video or podcast format

o Internship report highlighting specific tasks, projects, duties and responsibilities,
achievements, etc...
